In this Report, I want to flag with several issues with you. These include: 

Welfare Manager 

Christina Davidson joined us as the Welfare Manager on Thursday ,25 October. She 
attended the Group Chairmen‘s Meeting the following day and has a busy schedule 
settling in to her new position.

Legacy Way 

You will all have seen and heard of the wonderful gesture on the part of the Brisbane City Council 
to name the northern Link tunnel Legacy Way. Brisbane Legacy will receive 1c per vehicle for 40 
years. The Lord Mayor has guaranteed us at least $100k per year after the first year. 

What is more important than the money is the name. Legacy Way will become part of the lexicon 
of the city for the next 40 years. Legacy Way is not expected to open until 2014 so it gives us 
some time to consider how best to display the Legacy logo, the name and perhaps any other form 
of symbolic commemoration. 

Bridge to Brisbane (B2B) 

Again you will have seen this in the media. B2B is an annual fun run from the Gateway Bridge to 
the RNA showgrounds organised by the ―Sunday Mail‖ and Suncorp Metway. Brisbane Legacy is 
to be the recipient charity for all funds raised in next years B2B. This is one event we had to work 
hard for and won it because of the strength of our written bid. We anticipate receiving over $250k. 
The run will be conducted in early September, however, the date is to be confirmed. 

Group Chairmen’s Meeting 

The final Group Chairmen‘s Meeting for the year was held on Friday, 26 October 2010. This is 
always a most useful forum for passing and receiving information, updating ourselves on recent 
developments and identifying and solving common problems.

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FROM THE CEO 

2010 has come and gone (almost) – too quickly for many of us. It has been a 

particularly busy year marked by some wonderful highs and tinged with some 

sadness. 

At the AGM in March, L/Tony Ralph assumed the mantle as President. At the same 

time, the Rules of the Club were amended including allowing for the appointment of independent 

non-executive directors. This is in line with one of the principles of good corporate governance, 

namely that boards should be of an effective composition, size and commitment to adequately 

discharge their responsibilities and duties. Implicit in this is that the majority of board members 

should be independent ie, should bring independent judgement to bear on board decisions. 

Mid year, we were pleased to hear of the inclusion of three members in The Queen‘s Birthday 

Honours List: L/Doug Formby, AM; L/Ivan Fisk, OAM; and L/Mary Grant, OAM. 

The social highlight of the year was the Defence Charity Ball. This event has raised almost 

$300,000 for Legacy over the past five years. What‘s more, it is a truly great event and should not 

be missed. This was followed by: an extremely successful Legacy Week with income some 26% 

up on previous years; the announcement by the Lord Mayor that the new northern link tunnel is to 

be known forthwith as Legacy Way; and the confirmation that Brisbane Legacy would be the 

major charity partner of the 2011 Sunday Mail Suncorp Bridge to Brisbane Fun Run. 

The sadness is that the work of Legacy was highlighted by the deaths of ten servicemen in 

Afghanistan between 14 June and 24 August, including six from Brisbane based units. While it is 

still early days for these families, they have been contacted by Legacy and we stand ready to 

assist. Unfortunately, we also continue to enrol other young families due to a loss post discharge 

although the majority of Legacy‘s work continues to be with the elderly. 

This year we have also seen a number of new faces on the staff including, most recently, 

Christina Davidson who has joined Brisbane Legacy as the Welfare Manager.

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FREEDOM OF INFORMATION (FOI) APPLICATIONS 

We frequently receive requests to access the records of a former 

serviceman or woman to provide advice on the merits of a 

particular type of application. In accordance with government legislation, we are required to 

submit a properly authorised application to enable this access. In most cases it is a simple 

process. 

Increasingly however we are seeing more complicated cases. Some examples are: 

 Veterans who have never advised DVA of their marital situation. 

 Veterans who have never applied for a disability pension or service pension. 

 Veterans who may have operational service post World War II, but not in Korea or South 

Vietnam (such as some Far Eastern Strategic Reserve service). 

 Veterans with World War II service then, following a break, service in one of the permanent 

forces. 

In these cases, it is necessary to lodge additional documentary evidence with the FOI application. 

If the veteran‘s marriage has not been recorded with DVA, then a copy of the marriage certificate 

will be required. Where the application is signed by a family member using their Power of 

Attorney, a copy of the POA/EPOA is also required. 

Where the veteran has service post-WW II not in Korea or South Vietnam the records most likely 

will still be held by the relevant service – in cases such as this a copy of the marriage certificate 

and the death certificate will be required. To complicate matters further, the Department of 

Defence has developed a different FOI application form. The two forms – DVA and DOD – are not 

interchangeable. 

So that we process these applications as quickly as possible, we have prepared a simple FOI 

‗cover sheet‘ and request that it be used when a FOI application is sent to us without a complete 

Widow‘s Pension application. Our intent is to hasten the process – not complicate it further.

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JOHN DOUGLAS STORY (1869-1966) 

Last month’s ‘Local Landmarks’ was the Story Bridge. During 
construction the bridge was referred to as the Jubilee Bridge. It was 
later named the Story Bridge. Who was John Story after whom the 
bridge was named? 

John Douglas Story (1869-1966) arrived in Brisbane from Scotland 
with his parents on 15 September 1877. He attended the Brisbane 
Boys' Normal School and later, Brisbane Grammar School. 

In 1885 he began work as a junior clerk in the Education Department 
progressing to assistant correspondence clerk (1886), record clerk 
(1888), acting chief clerk (1902), chief clerk and acting under 
secretary (1904) and under secretary (1906). While under secretary, 
his department assumed full establishment costs for new schools, 
took over and expanded the technical colleges, opened the first State 
high schools in six towns without grammar schools (1912) and set up a teachers' college (1914). 
An apprenticeship scheme and rural schools were introduced, pupils received medical and dental 
treatment, the school leaving age was raised to 14, and opportunities for secondary education 
were dramatically widened by the extension of scholarships to all who passed the examination.  

Under the auspices of Story's department, the University of Queensland was founded (1910), with 
Roe as vice-chancellor and Story a government representative on the senate. He chaired the 
senate's vital administrative and financial committees, the management committee for a local 
Workers' Educational Association branch, and select committees on agricultural education (1917) 
and university organisation and expansion (1919).

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On 19 September 1918, Story was made a royal commissioner to examine the classification of 
Queensland public service officers and the allowances payable to them. His report, a classic of its 
type and influential beyond Queensland, recommended a new and fairer classification scheme 
which the government adopted. Story was appointed sole public service commissioner (1920-39), 
replacing a board whose members had known little of inner departmental workings. 

Although he left public instruction reluctantly, Story reorganised the public service enthusiastically. 
A recognised procedure for advertising vacancies was instituted; public servants were permitted 
to challenge appointments through appeal boards, to reply to charges and to appeal against 
penalties; codes of conduct and discipline were formulated; their unions gained access to the 
State Industrial Commission on issues affecting salaries and conditions, and to the commissioner 
on grievances previously ignored. To increase efficiency, modern office methods and 
mechanisation were introduced, and university staff gave advice on professional and technical 
procedures. The commissioner and departmental heads conferred regularly and there was 
frequent inspection of departments. 

On the Public Service Superannuation Board (1913-42) Story advised ways to maximise benefits 
to contributors. As chief crown advocate before the Industrial Commission on public service 
matters, he was just and equitable. He acted firmly to ensure wage reductions during the 
Depression, but in 1938 was able to organise restoration of full-time employment at award rates 
for many previously on relief payments. As public service commissioner, Story had interests 
which encompassed wider aspects of Queensland's economic development. Having visited 
California, he inspired the formation and became founding chairman of the Council of Agriculture 
(1922) which brought primary producers into closer touch with government. He was prominent in 
the establishment of organised marketing boards for primary products. Through his membership 
of the Bureau of Industry—established by the Moore government and continued by its Labor 
successor—Story assisted post-Depression job creation through large public works. He served on 
boards which constructed the new university at St Lucia, built Somerset Dam to assure Brisbane's 
water supply and reduce flooding, and erected a badly-needed bridge from Kangaroo Point to 
Fortitude Valley: the bridge was named in his honour in 1940. 

His motives were not pecuniary: in his subsequent twenty-one years as vice-chancellor he 
received only his public service superannuation. Sharing his family's dislike of publicity, he 
refused a knighthood and honorary degrees, but treasured his ISO (1923) as a proper reward. 

Story's retirement in 1939 was illusory. Having exerted considerable influence on the University of 
Queensland since 1910 and having been its elected part-time vice-chancellor in 1938, he now 
became honorary full-time vice-chancellor. His links with government, while criticised by some 
academics, had been crucial in gaining Premier William Forgan Smith's promise to build a 
permanent home for the university. Story presided over the building, albeit interrupted by the 
exigencies of war. He was involved in drafting the university Act amendment and national 
education co-ordination bills (1941), envisaging an integrated education system from kindergarten 
to university, a concept always dear to his heart. The bills which provided for a majority of 
government nominees on the senate, thereby strengthening links between the university and the 
education department, created suspicion in university circles; when enacted, however, they 
widened senate representation, led to a doubling of government endowment and instituted boards 
of adult education and post-primary studies. 

The university weathered a post-war explosion of enrolments from 1400 (1938) to 10,000 (1960), 
while annual budgets climbed from £40,000 to £2 million. Despite the vice-chancellor's insistence 
on administrative efficiency and economy, and his efforts to elicit 
private benefactions by publicising the university's role in the 
community, Commonwealth money became necessary. Story saw 
university centres established throughout Queensland  

Succeeded by Schonell as Queensland's first salaried vice-
chancellor, Story retired in 1960, but remained on the senate until 
1963. He was honoured by the naming of the new J D Story 
Administration Building. 
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WE REMEMBER ... L/STAN LANDS outstanding sailor and 

Legacy stalwart 

Members of the Sunshine Coast Legacy Group were saddened to learn of 

the death of retired Legatee Stan Lands, who passed away on Saturday, 

11 September 2010, following a long illness. 

Following a move from Sydney, Stan lived at Mountain Creek, and was 

active on behalf of Sunshine Coast Legacy for many years. He joined 

Sydney Legacy in 1948, and had the distinction of being among a very few 

legatees who were active over 50 years. 

Amongst his most cherished achievements was the establishment of Pittwater House, a facility in 

northern Sydney, which provided for Legacy children from the country to holiday in the city, a treat 

many would not otherwise enjoy. 

In addition, he organised and oversaw the very successful ‗Operational Float‘, an annual event 

which took up to 700 Legacy children for boat trips on Pittwater in an armada of local motor 

cruises. He persuaded his friend, Lars Halvorsen, the successful Sydney boat builder, to support 

the event, and on one occasion 75 Halvorsen cruisers were made available. 

Stan also had a memorable Naval career. He joined the RAN in 1940 straight from school, and 

within months found himself in the United Kingdom training as an ASDIC operator. 

In August 1941, he joined HMS Stanley, an old WW I US destroyer which was engaged in 

protecting Atlantic convoys. On one occasion, as an Able Seaman, he assisted in the rescue of a 

number of survivors from a torpedoes merchant ship, only to shortly thereafter be torpedoed 

himself. 

Stan was fortunate to be one of only 22 survivors from the sinking of HMS Stanley. 

He remained in the United Kingdom for the remainder of the war, serving with distinction in a 

number of small ships. In November 1942, he was selected for officer and promoted to 

Sub Lieutenant. This itself was an achievement, as few naval promotions of this nature occurred 

during the war. 

At the Normandy landings in 1944, he commanded LCI 381, which transported Canadian troops 

to the coast of France. It is said his crew painted a large kangaroo on the hull of his landing craft, 

which his Flotilla Commander did not appreciate. 

He returned to Australia in 1944 and saw further sea service in the Allied landings in Borneo and 

the Philippines. He was discharged from the RAN as a Lieutenant in 1945 and joined Legacy in 

1948. 

He was proud of his Naval and Legacy service. His indomitable sense of humour was reflected in 

his personally chosen music tribute at his funeral - ―All the nice girls love a sailor‖. 

In keeping with his life, his colleagues wished Stan the sailors‘ farewell of ―following seas, fair 

winds and a safe haven‖. 

Stan is survived by his wife Marjorie, son David and daughter Debbie, their children and his 

extended family.

Legatee Raymond Sydney Clark 

18 November 1923—20 November 2010 

Ray Clark served as a member of the Australian Special Wireless Group (ASWG) during World 
War II. He was posted to 51 Wireless Section based at Coomalie Creek, 80 km south of Darwin 
where he was involved in the interception of enemy wireless transmissions. The efforts of the 
ASWG greatly aided the war effort by providing valuable and timely intelligence to those in the 
field. 

Ray joined Brisbane Legacy in 1986. He was a member of the Appeals and Publicity Committee 
and was Legacy‘s Queensland representative on the Council of the Australian National Flag 
Association of Queensland for many years. 

In 1999, Ray relocated to the Sunshine Coast where he served as a valuable member of the 
Sunshine Coast Contact Group. 

Ray will be remembered for his belief in Legacy, his commitment to service and his dedication to 

those in his care.

Legatee Ronald Edward Shea 

23 August 1922—15 November 2010 

Our club lost one of its stalwarts and dignified gentlemen when Ron passed away peacefully on 
15 November 2010. He was farewelled on 19 November by his brother, daughters, grandchildren 
and friends, as well as Legatees and RSL members. 

An active club member from 1975 to 2004 when he moved to the Retired List, Ron participated 
across a wide range of functions. Not only did he fulfil the role of Adviser to many dozens of 
widows, he was variously our club Vice President, Treasurer, Acting Executive Officer, Convenor 
of the Family Welfare Committee, North-East Group Secretary and representative on the National 
Flag Committee. His contact with widows was marked by an empathy with their circumstances. 
He thus preferred to err on the side of generosity of spirit and financial assistance when needed. 
North East Group members will particularly recall the considerate way he assisted and 
emotionally supported a widow who had wrongly felt let down by the government. 

Ron's involvement with the Army was also unusually extensive. Service with the Artillery in the 
Militia before the war, 2nd AIF from 1941 to 1946 as a Captain  in the Middle East and New 
Guinea notably with 2/2 Anti Tank Regiment and 2/28 Infantry Battalion and in Borneo. 
Subsequently he served in the CMF for many years and retiring as a Lt Colonel. Being an RSL 
Welfare Officer and Secretary of his 2/2 Regimental Association among other activities rounded 
out a life dedicated to the service of others. His direct involvement in the latter resulted in the 
establishment of a substantial bursary for the benefit of our club's work when the 2/2 Anti Tank 
Regiment Association was wound up.  

We thank you for showing us the way that Legacy service should be delivered.
